The application requires the following:
e A half page item introducing themselves, including education, interests,
achievements etc.
¢ An electronic head and shoulders photograph of themselves suitable for publicity
purposes (medium to high resolution).
e A 500-word essay explaining “Why | have chosen Agriculture as a career”.
e Applications may be supported by CV’s, written references or Academic Records.

A payment of $5,000.00 per annum for a three-year period ($15,000.00) will be paid to the
successful student to assist with their studies. The initial payment of $5,000.00 will be paid
upon acceptance by the tertiary educational institution of their choice.

To receive subsequent payments the student must achieve a B grade average (or
equivalent). To receive the next installment of the scholarship, recipients need to prepare a
report for the Society at the completion of each academic year and provide a copy of exam
results.

Should the recipient not complete their studies, a pro rata sum of the grant already advanced
shall be reimbursed to the Society.
